More Early Hollingsworths in Iowa 
 
1850–1852—Sarah E. Hollingsworth8 (of 
Jeremiah7 of Joseph6 of George5 of 
George4 of Abraham3 of Thomas2 of 
Valentine, Sr.1) moved with her parents 
and siblings from Pike Twp., Marion Co., 
Ind., to Centerville, Appanoose Co., Iowa, 
after the 1850 Census and before her 
brother William8 was born in 1852. 
 Sarah married Elon G. Ashby 31 Aug 
1865. He had enlisted in 1861 in Co. D, 6th 
Iowa Infantry, and served until 20 Jul 1864. 
He participated in the battles of Shiloh, 
Vicksburg, Black River, Jackson, Mission 
Ridge, and the Atlanta campaign, his last 
battle being Kenesaw Mountain. He was 
slightly wounded at the battle of Mission 
Ridge. 
 Sarah and Elon lived on a farm in 
Appanoose Co., and Elon taught school 
during the winter. Their children were John 
C.9, Flora E. 9, Melville S. 9, Clara9, 
Willie9, Eva9, and Bessie9. 
 In 1885, Elon was elected Appanoose 
Co. superintendent of schools.  
 Sarah was born about 1845 in Pike 
Twp., Marion Co., Ind.; and married Elon 
G. Ashby 31 Aug 1865, Appanoose Co., 
Iowa.

1862— Isaiah Thomas Hollingsworth8 
(of Michael7 of Richard6 and Sarah6—
Richard of Abraham5 of George4 of 
Abraham3 of Thomas2 of Valentine, Sr.1; 
Sarah of James5 of George4 of Abraham3 

of Thomas2 of Valentine, Sr.1) was born 
and reared in Grant Co., Ind. At age 20 in 
1862, he married Mary E. Brown. 
 Following their marriage, they settled on 
a farm in Madison Co., Iowa, where they 
lived for two years. In 1864, accompanied 
by Isaiah’s parents, they moved to Sioux  

Rapids, Buena Vista Co. They lived for 
about a year in a double-log house which 
had been used as a fort.  
 Then Isaiah secured a government 
claim comprising the northwest quarter of 
Section 18, Barnes Twp., and moved there 
in the fall of 1865. The rich soil yielded 
abundant crops. It seemed that prosperity 
would be the rule, but the financial panic of 
1873 proved a setback. This was followed 
by the grasshopper plague which lasted for 
three consecutive years when great 
swarms of grasshoppers covered the 
fields, destroying the crops. 
 Unable to raise enough to supply their 
needs, thousands of settlers left. Those 
who stayed engaged in fur trading. When 
the grasshopper plague was over, 
conditions improved, and prosperity 
returned to the county.  
 In 1889, thinking a change in climate 
might prove beneficial to his impaired 
health, he and his family moved to Willow 
Springs, Mo. For two years he conducted a 
trading post at Sterling in the mountains. 
He next went to Mountain Grove, Mo., 
purchased a small tract of land, and began 
study at the Bible Institute in Kansas City 
and Springfield, Ark. 
 In 1895 he and his family returned to 
Sioux Rapids where he engaged in raising 
fruit, vegetables, and poultry. 
 Isaiah and Mary had seven children—
John G.9, Charles W. 9, Benjamin F.9, 
Anne9, William9, Mary Edna9, and 
Addie9. 
 Isaiah was born 08 Mar 1842 in Grant 
Co., Ind.; married Mary E. Brown 07 Sep 
1862, Richmond, Wayne Co., Ind.; and 
died 18 Jan 1914 in Ronan, Lake Co., 
Mont.

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excavated American Indian sites with the 
archeology staff of Indiana University in 
the central Indiana area. 
     Surviving, in addition to wife Anna, are 
children: Nancy (Little) Andersen, Robert 
Murray Little III, and Judy (Little) Gephart-
Hacias; ten grandchildren: Julia 
(Andersen) Hagen, Judith (Andersen) 
Pizarro, Robert Murray Little IV, Jonathan 
Andrew Little, Jeffery Allen Little, Ryan 
Bradley Little, Matthew Douglas Little, 
Nicholas Alexander Little, William Michael 
Gephart, and Brian Lee Gephart; and five 
great-grandchildren. 
    Services were held on April 30 at 
Pioneer Memorial Church in Berrien 
Springs and on May 1 at Glendale 
Seventh-day Adventist Church in 
Indianapolis. Burial was May 1 at  
Bethel Cemetery, Indianapolis.

     My Hollingsworths lived in West  
Branch, Cedar Co., Iowa, but moved to  
Pasadena, Los Angeles Co., Calif., just  
before my grandfather, Jesse Raymond 
Vore9, was born in 1876.  
     His mother (my great-grandmother) 
was Sydney Ellen Hollingsworth8, born 
1855 in Iowa to Lawson Duncan 
Hollingsworth7 and Lucinda Maudlin. 
Sydney Ellen married William Townsend 
Vore in 1875 in Iowa.      
     My grandfather talked about when he 
went back to West Branch to visit his 
paternal grandfather, Blackburn Vore, 
and playing with little Herbert Hoover who 
lived across the street.     
     When I visited West Branch, I didn’t 
see a house across from the Hoovers, but 
the Quaker Meeting House was still there 
and looked to have been restored.

 I am a descendant of Valentine 
Hollingsworth, Sr.1, and am trying to learn  
more about Thomas Jacobs who married 
Mary Robinson3 (1689–1730), daughter 
of Catherine Hollingsworth2 (1663–1746). 
 I’m not looking for any fresh research; 
I’m just trying to find out why everybody 
on the Internet believes that Thomas was 
born in County Armagh instead of County 
Cork (which is what I had been told years 
ago). 
     Can anyone help? 
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     James was accepted at Texas A&M 
and earned his way through school by 
working in a creamery. He was active in 
extra-curricular sports. After graduation in 
1940, he was commissioned a 2nd 
Lieutenant in the Army and assigned to 
the Second Armored Division. 
 He went on to serve his country with 
distinction, participating in seven major 
campaigns extending from the invasion of 
North Africa in 1942 to the occupation of 
Berlin in 1945. He was wounded in action 
five times during this period.  
 He commanded a regimental-size 
armored task force and was recognized 
by General Patton as one of the two best 
armored battalion commanders in WWII. 
The Second Armored Division, 
nicknamed “Hell on Wheels,” was 
honored by being first to enter Berlin 
following the German surrender. 
 During the time from 1940 through 
1976, James was recipient of three 
Distinguished Service Crosses, four 
Distinguished Service Medals, four Silver 
Stars, three Legion of Merit Medals, three 
Distinguished Flying Crosses, the 
Soldiers Medal, four Bronze Stars for 
Valor, thirty-eight Air Medals, the Army  
Commendation Medal, and six Purple 
Hearts for combat wounds. 
 After Vietnam, he was promoted to  
Lieutenant General and served as 
Assistant Commander in Korea. When he 
retired, he was retained by the Senate 
Armed Services Committee for four years 
as a consultant.   
     He is survived by his wife, Janie Harris 
Hollingsworth; brother Gerald and wife; 
brother Ross and wife; sister-in-law Mrs.  
Cecil Hollingsworth; and numerous 
nieces and nephews. 
     Private graveside services will be held 
on 20 May at Arlington National Cemetery 
with full military honors.

Hollingsworth11 23 Jun 1946. 
     Bob attended Emmanuel Missionary 
College (Andrews University, Berrien 
Springs) and was a graduate of Butler 
University and Indiana University. 
     Bob and Anna had visited the site of 
Hollingsworth Hall in Mottram, England, 
and they attended the 2006 DVHSS 
Reunion in Indianapolis where Anna was 
a guest speaker during our tour of the 
Hollingsworth House, her birthplace.  
     After their wedding, they made their 
home in Indianapolis and then moved to 
Berrien Springs in 1970. 
     Bob, a chemical engineer, retired from 
Lea Ronal, Inc. He was a past officer of 
several electroplating associations. He 
was an inventor of plating systems and 
was a pioneer in the shift to more 
environmentally-friendly chemicals and 
processes. 
     He was a former professor of  
anthropology at Andrews University and 
had participated in several Middle East 
archeological expeditions.

James was a farmer and 
veteran of the 137th Pennsylvania 
Volunteer Infantry (Army of the Potomac). 
He enlisted in August 1862, served nine 
months, and was discharged with his 
regiment. 
 James and Elizabeth became residents 
of Malaka Twp., Jasper Co., Iowa, in 1864 
and had eight children—David A. 8, 
Joseph M. 8, Harlan H. 8, Demetrius D. 8, 
Mary M. 8, Anna V. 8, William W. 8, and 
Sarah A. 8 
 By the time of the 1880 Census, they 
had moved to Marshall Co., Kans., where 
James died in 1914 and Elizabeth died in 
1918. 
 Elizabeth was born 04 Apr 1837 in 
Clinton Co., Pa.; married James VanLew 
13 Sep 1864, Lockhaven, Pa.; and died 04 
Apr 1918, Axtell, Marshall Co., Kans.

1866–1870—Pierce Hollingsworth7 (of 
Asaph6 of Israel5 of David4 of Jacob3 of 
Thomas2 of Valentine, Sr.1) was born and 
married in Ohio. 
 He and wife Sarah Jane moved their 
family from Clinton Co., Ohio, to Bangor, 
Marshall Co., Iowa, between the birth of 
son James Wilmer8 (about 1864) and the 
1870 Census. 
 Their children were Emma8, Asaph E. 8, 
James Wilmer8, Charles W. 8, and Harry 
Floyd8. 
 Pierce died between 1895 and 1900 in 
Marshall Co. 
 Pierce was born about 1834 in Clinton 
Co., Ohio; married Sarah Jane Whinery 26 
Apr 1855, Center MM, Clinton Co., Ohio; 
and died between 1895 and 1900 in 
Bangor, Marshall Co., Iowa. 
  
1873—Edgar Rubey Harlan8 (of Samuel 
Harlan7 of John Harlan6 of Elihu Harlan5 of  

 
James Harlan4 of Sarah3 of Valentine2 of 
Valentine, Sr.1) at age 4 came with his 
father and stepmother to a farm in Cedar 
Twp., Van Buren Co., Iowa, in 1873. 
 After completing high school and 
finishing a law course at Drake University, 
he was admitted to the bar in 1896. He 
practiced law at Keosauqua for 10 years 
and then became curator of the Historical, 
Memorial, and Art Department of Iowa. 
 He and wife Mary “Minnie” became the 
parents of five children—John Edgar9, 
George Duffield9, Mary Adelaide9, 
James Rubey9, and Ada Margaret9. 
 Edgar died in 1941, and Mary in 1956. 
     Edgar was born 28 Feb 1869 in 
Spartanburg, Randolph Co., Ind.; married 
Mary Cora “Minnie” Duffield 09 Jun 1897, 
Van Buren Co., Iowa; and died 13 Jul 
1941, Iowa. 
 
1876—Mahlon Francis Hollingsworth9 
(of Hiram8 of Mahlon7 of Robert6 of 
Nathaniel5 of Thomas4 of Thomas3 of 
Thomas2 of Valentine, Sr.1) was born in 
1870 in Batavia, Ohio, and moved with his 
parents in 1876 to a 160-acre farm his 
father had purchased several years 
previous in Greene Co., Iowa. They lived 
there for five years before moving to a 320-
acre farm in Franklin Co., Iowa.  
 Mahlon attended public schools and 
graduated from the Iowa State Agricultural 
College at Ames in 1892. He then entered 
Iowa State University at Iowa City, 
completing a law course and graduating in 
1894. He began practicing law in Clear 
Lake. 
 Also in 1894, Mahlon married Carrie 
Phillips in Coggon, Iowa. 
 In addition to his law practice in Cerro 
Gordo Co., in 1895 he and William T. 
Raffety of Grinnell, Iowa, became partners 
in a real estate and loan business. 
 Mahlon and Carrie became the parents 
of Esther10, Frances10, Mary Cynthia10, 
and Hiram10. Carrie died in 1926, and 
Mahlon married Grace Kratz in 1927. 
 He died in 1960 in Colorado Springs, 
Colo.

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members) has well-documented 
descendant participants from almost all of 
the early branches of that large family. We 
hope to be able to identify some of the 
branches (within 4 or 5 generations) to 
assist some of the 26 members who are 
not fully documented back to Valentine, 
Sr., by comparing the matching strands of 
DNA with the Family Finder Test results of 
the documented descendants.   
 Of course, we need several of the 
documented Valentine lineage group 
members to purchase this test so that we 
will have a basis of comparison. FTDNA is 
currently working on new "tools" to help us 
compare the various matching strands of 
DNA. 
 This new test may be helpful to forecast 
the relationships of the participants in any 
of our groups, and we would like to 
encourage each of our members (male and 
female) to consider purchasing the Family 
Finder DNA Test. This test will reveal 
matches with any person (male or female) 
in the FTDNA database, in every branch 
(paternal or maternal) who is within 5 or so  
generations.  It is an exciting new concept 
and opportunity in genealogy research. 
Note:  I am including my "personal" test 
results and research information so that 
you can become more familiar with the  
new Family Finder DNA test. The test is  
"brand new" and we are still trying to learn 
the expectations and limitations. Please 
email if you have any questions.

     U.S. Army Lt. Gen. James Francis 
Hollingsworth10 died peacefully at home 
in San Antonio, Bexar Co., Tex., on March 
2 at the age of 92. He was born 24 Mar 
1918 at the family’s Woodlawn Farm near 
Sanger, Denton Co., Tex. 
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Hollingsworth; m-2. c.1826 Elizabeth 
“Betsy” Hollingsworth of William (b. 
ca.1775–1780, South Carolina, m. ca.1801 
Jane Nelson Tracy) of Union Co., S.C., 
received the results of her Family Finder 
Test and was forecast to be the 4th cousin 
(4th-distant cousin) of John R. 
Hollingsworth, descendant of Giles (b. 
c.1805; m. Mary "Polly" Hawkins, b. c.1816 
South Carolina) of St. Clair Co., Ala.; 
apparent son of William (b. c.1775–1780, 
South Carolina; m-1. Jane Nelson Tracy, b. 
c.1783; d. c.1816 South Carolina) . . . of 
Valentine, Sr. 
 Ola Jean's Family Finder Test results 
appear to agree with my research that we 
are 4th cousins and share William 
Hollingsworth (b. c.1775–1780 South 
Carolina) as our most recent common 
ancestor. These test results also support 
my research that William Hollingsworth of 
Brown's Creek, Union Co., S.C., and 
William Hollingsworth of St. Clair Co., Ala., 
were the same person and was the father 
of Giles Hollingsworth (b. c.1805 South 
Carolina) of St. Clair Co., Ala. 
 I believe it is very possible that William 
Hollingsworth of Brown's Creek was the 
oldest son of Jeptha and Nancy Gordon 
Hollingsworth, but this is my speculation 
only (based on circumstances and other 
clues found in my research), not 
documented or proven to date.   
 I hope that one of our group member (or 
reader) descendants (male or female) of 
Jeptha and Nancy Gordon Hollingsworth 
will consider purchasing a Family Finder 
DNA test to see if we can confirm this 
"missing link."  
 The number of generations to Jeptha is 
on the edge of the present capability of the 
Family Finder DNA test, but success may 
be possible depending on the amount of 
Jeptha’s and Nancy’s DNA that was 
shared at each generation in each of the 
participants to be compared.

 New Family Finder Test Results: 
 I emailed two (of my seventeen!)

"common ancestor" from a branch of my 
maternal lineage. He was born 1799 in 
South Carolina.  
 The relationship between me and the 
other person was 3rd cousin once 
removed. This is almost like a 4th cousin 
since one of us had an additional 
generation from our common ancestor.   
 The second match also sent me a family 
tree, and we are currently working on 
identifying our common ancestor. It 
appears that he may be my 4th great-
grandfather (b. c.1770s) on a different 
branch of my maternal lineage. This could 
be my 5th cousin if our research is correct, 
and this really is our most recent common 
ancestor.

Centre and asking them to order in the 
microfilm is one option, but it can work out 
quite expensive, especially if your nearest 
FHC is as far away as mine.  
 Instead we discovered that it is possible 
to order printed copies using this form on 
the Family Search site, and at just $2 each 
(for between two and eight records), it's a 
very inexpensive way to document your 
research and learn more about your 
relatives.  
 You can order records from batch 
numbers that begin with C, E, J, K, M 
(except M17, M18), and P, and you don't 
need to worry about exchange rates 
since payment is by credit card.

St. Patrick's Day 

 Saint Patrick's Day (Irish: Lá Fhéile 
Pádraig), sometimes known colloquially as 
"St. Paddy's Day" or "Patrick's/Paddy's 
Day," is an annual feast day that 
celebrates St. Patrick (ca. AD 387–493), 
the most commonly recognized of the 
patron saints of Ireland, and is generally 
celebrated on March 17. 
 

 
 The day is a national holiday of Ireland, 
a bank holiday in Northern Ireland, and a 
public holiday in the Republic of Ireland. It 
is also widely celebrated in Great Britain, 
the United States, Australia, New Zealand, 
Canada, and Montserrat. There are also 
celebrations in cities like Buenos Aires, 
Montevideo, and Paris. 
 St. Patrick was born as Maewyn Succat 
during the fourth century in Welsh-
speaking Britain. His parents were very 
wealthy. His father was also a Christian 
deacon for tax incentive reasons.  
 When Maewyn was about 16, his family 
and their home were attacked by Irish 
raiders. Maewyn was kidnapped and 
forced to become a slave working as a 
shepherd in County Mayo in Ireland. It was 
during his time as a slave that he turned to 
God. He had a dream one night to escape 
the next day and travel back home to 
Britain. The next day he did just that and 
traveled the 200 miles back home to 
Britain. Once he returned, Maewyn had 
another religious dream. An angel told him 
to become a missionary and spread 
Christianity back in Ireland. He then spent 
the next 15 years training to become a 
priest and chose Patrick as his Christian 
Saint name. 
 In 432 AD he went back to Ireland as a 
priest. He tried to convert the Irish people 
from a Pagan polytheistic religion that 
worshipped the sun and the moon to 
Christianity.  
 He also created and taught at many 
schools along Ireland's west coast. One of 
his teaching  
methods included using the shamrock (a 
three-leaved plant) to explain the Holy 
Trinity (the father, the son, and the Holy 
Spirit) to the Irish people.  
 After nearly 30 years of teaching and 
spreading God's word, he died March 17, 
461 AD. Soon after his death the country of 
Ireland decided to remember his death with 
a day of his own, and thus St. Patrick's 
Day was born.  
 Originally the color associated with St. 
Patrick was blue, not green. However, over

 Joseph Hollingsworth, a worthy 
representative of the agricultural interests 
of Henderson Co., who is now living a 
retired life on Section 36, Township 12, 
Range 4 west, has probably the honor of 
being the oldest citizen of this community. 
He was born on 22 Aug 1805 in South 
Carolina but during his infancy was taken 
by his parents to Ohio.  
 His father, John Hollingsworth5, was a 
native of Maryland and, when a young 
man, left that state, immigrating to South 
Carolina, where he became acquainted 
with and wedded Rachel Wright. By their 
union were born nine children, namely: 
James6, Henry6, Jane6, Charity6, John6, 
Nathan6, George6, Hannah6, and 
Joseph6.  
 Our subject, who is the only one now 
living, acquired his education in Lebanon, 
Ohio, but his advantages in that direction 
were very limited. In 1817, when 12 years 
of age, he went with the family to Indiana, 
locating in Wayne Co. upon a farm where 
he continued to make his home until 1844.  
 In that year he came to Illinois and cast 
in his lot with the early settlers of 
Henderson Co. This locality was then a 
wild and sparsely settled region which was 
just opened up to civilization. Joseph is 
one of its honored pioneers and for half a 
century has been prominently identified 
with its growth and development.  
 On his arrival he located upon a farm 
and built a mill in Township 12, Range 4 
west. From that time until 1876, he carried 
on general farming and also engaged in 
the operation of his mill. His business 
career was marked by energy and industry, 
his life being a busy and useful one.  
 In 1828, Joseph married Rachel Vestal 
and to them were born seven children:  

 
Ervin7, who is now living in Kansas; 
Addison7 and Louis7, both deceased;  
Enoch7, who makes his home in Lyndon, 
Kans.; Allen7, a resident of Henderson 
Co.; Nelson7, who is also located in  
Lyndon, Kans.; and Willard7, of Burlington, 
Iowa.  
 The mother of this family was called to 
her final rest 09 Feb 1858, and on 15 Sep 
1859, Joseph was again married, his 
second union being with Mrs. Adeline 
(Taliaferro) Bell. They became the parents 
of three children: Elizabeth J. 7, now 
deceased; Brady7, of Burlington, Iowa; and 
Joseph7, deceased.  
 Joseph has, since the organization of 
the Republican Party, been one of its 
stanch supporters. He was originally a 
Whig and cast his first presidential vote for 
Henry Clay. He is a member of the Friends' 
Church.  
 Since 1876 he has made his home with 
his son, resting after the toil of former 
years.

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The Hollingsworth Quilt 
Story Continues . . . 

 
 Cousins Susan Aggarwal and Susan 
Webber have been busy consulting with 
quilting experts and visiting possible sites 
where the Hollingsworth Quilt might 
eventually reside. As you know, Susan 
Aggarwal purchased the quilt at auction 
last year, attracted by several Hollings- 
worth signatures and the mid-1800 dates. 
 Since its purchase, the quilt has done 
some traveling. It was first unveiled to 
attendees at last year’s reunion in 
Greensboro, N.C. Soon after that, an 
appraisal was made. It has also been a 
“show and tell” item at the Harford Co. 
Historical Society in Bel Air, Md.; the 
Maryland Historical Society in Baltimore; 
the Chester Co. Historical Society in West 
Chester, Pa.; the Baltimore Applique 
Society in Ellicott City, Md.; the American 
Quilt Study Group in Denton on the 
Eastern Shore of Maryland; and Elk 
Landing, Md. 
 Genealogist Henry Peden of Harford 
Co. was hired to research the names, 
which was how the relationships among 
the family members was uncovered. Our 
visit to the Harford Co. Historical Society 
provided the additional information that 
most of the signers were members of Little 
Falls Monthly Meeting and many are buried 
in the Little Falls Cemetery. This Quaker 
Meeting is located just south of Bel Air off 
Route 1 and is still active. A second 
discovery was provided us by Maryanna 
Skowronski, director of the historical 
society. She showed us a box of quilt 
blocks which had been recently donated. 
One of the blocks had a family-related 
signature plus fabric matching a block on 
the quilt. Why was it not included in the 
quilt? We are convinced that the quilt was 
made in Harford Co., Md. Harford Co. is 
within a half-hour drive of Elk Landing. 
There are other Hollingsworth sites in 
Harford Co. to explore in the future. 
 The experts we have consulted all agree 
that this is an Early Maryland Album Quilt. 

The dated pieces indicate they were sewn 
between 1844 and 1846. The experts also 
agree that the backing is newer and was 
put on later. The backing is called Nile 
Green and was quite popular in the 1930s 
and 1940s. Where was the top from 1845 
until 1940? There has also been a lot of 
interest in the large block depicting a rider 
on a horse. Often these quilts were made 
as gifts, and the large square would 
represent the person receiving the quilt. In 
this case, the figure could be a hunter or, 
as some have speculated, a circuit rider. 
 Several of the signatures are quite 
intricate and were produced by an early 
lead stamp and probably ink made from a 
home recipe, although manufactured ink 
was coming onto the market about the time 
of the piecing of this quilt. Sadly, the 
experts all indicated the ink will simply 
continue to fade as the years go by. 
 Chester Co. Historical Society curator, 
Ellen Endslow, though not a quilt expert, 
recognized the general patterns, including 
a fabric color she called Turkey Red, 
popular in Chester Co. quilts. She 
indicated that some of the discoloration 
might be due to the fact that it could have 
been stored in a wooden drawer. Some of 
the patterns are not discolored at all which 
may mean they were folded on the inside. 
She felt some of the stains could be 
removed with the help of a conservator.  
 Soon the quilt will be shown to Linda 
Eaton, conservator at Winterthur, Del., and 
to Mary Robare, an antique quilt expert in 
Winchester, Va. Frederick Co. Historical 
Society in Winchester has also indicated 
an interest in displaying the quilt at 
Abram’s Delight. We have learned much 
but feel there is more to the story.  
 As a fundraiser, we would love to see 
our “quilting cousins” reproduce the 
patterns (which could then be copyrighted) 
as blocks, quilts, notecards, or calendars.
